The Ephemeral in mail art and the role of photography

Ephemeral is defined as art that, from the beginning of its conception and creation, does not prioritize the long-term preservation of the
work of art, something that, for example, the artist wishes for a visual work of his for sale. The ephemeral character of a work, especially
when it is inscribed in nature and with materials from the immediate environment, partly defines the creator's attitude to life and the
way of practicing his art, as well as some elements of the form of the work itself. The artist enters an existential dilemma, as he must
overcome his narcissism and accept the fact that his work will be absorbed by nature and will not become the vehicle for his
'immortality’.

With this open call we asked artists from all over the world to express how they themselves employ the concept of the Ephemeral in Art
and render it in the unique way and immediacy offered by mail art. In the limited space offered by a postcard or a paper up to A4 they
summarized their own idea with small texts, prints, hand-made stamps and seals, colors, photos and even humble materials found in
nature or garbage.

The final destination of the works as announced in the announcement, i.e. to be left to be destroyed in the lap of nature -after a short
exposure to the public-, | believe catalyzed the thoughts and choices of the artists. These works will be captured photographically
throughout the year. In this way, they will be given a different kind of life as ephemeral works, as they will be communicated through
time to their audience and to history.

The ephemeral work of art is created, we see it/exist for some time, and soon, for various reasons, it wears out, is lost, and this is an
integral part of a cycle of existence, budgeted at the time of its creation. Photography is a necessarily integral and computable part of the
production process, a necessary complementary means to understand the absolute cycle of creation - destruction, it is the collateral tool
for the dissemination of ephemeral art.

Postal art (mail art, correspondence art) developed in the 1950s and 1960s, but it is an art practice or an art form, which is still

widespread today around the world. Essentially, it is an artistic movement that aims to reach a wider audience, beyond the "cultivated"
artistic audience, through postal services. Certainly among its most recent forerunners can be included the work of Marcel Duchamp and
the Italian Futurists, but also Van Gogh and of course the Dadaists.

Although letter art is also associated with the actions of the Fluxus movement (Robert Filliou, George Maciunas, Robert Watts, Ben Vautier
and others), the first creator of letter art was the American artist of pop art and conceptual art, Ray Johnson.

There are two main characteristics of epistolary art. First, its communicative function. On the one hand, artists and writers collaborate by
promoting special ways that promote the value of equality and, at the same time, equal creation. On the other hand, for the greatest
possible dissemination of art, communication networks are used which bypass the established places/spaces for the display and/or sale of
art, i.e. exhibition spaces (galleries) and museums. The second main characteristic of letter art is the inter-interconnection of different art
forms, as they are used and include mainly postcards, paintings, collages from materials such as newspaper clippings or recycled paper, but
also objects (found objects), stamps made by artists, literary texts etc.
